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Modern Hebrew Unit 2: Commentary
Candidate 1

Part 1 question 1: Reading Comprehension

The candidate tackled the text well. He answered all the questions correctly. He was
awarded 20 out of 20 marks.

Part 1 question 2: Translation English to Hebrew

The candidate showed a very good understanding of the text and was awarded 13 out

of 15 marks for the AO2.
His knowledge of grammar is good. There were only few spelling mistakes and two
errors in the use of prepositions. The errors were of a minor nature.

Part2

The candidate chose to answer 2 questions from the non-literary part of the exam.

Question 5 B

The candidate wrote about the fact that in Israel religion and state are not separated
and, as asked, gave his own opinion on this phenomenon.

The answer is very comprehensive. In his introduction, the candidate paves the way
for the understanding of the difficulties which arose immediately at the point of the
establishment of the Jewish state of Israel as to the status of religion in the new state.
He explained the difficulties arising from the need to decide whether to have or not to
have a written constitution. He tackles the problematic status of the religious parties in
Israeli politics-thus their influence on daily matters of running the country such as
education, transport and local authorities, marriage, divorce and burials. All these

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Question 6A

The question requires the candidate to write about one of the very many different
communities, which makes up Israeli society. He needs to comment on the
immigration of the community to the state of Israel and its absorption in the country.
The candidate is also asked to comment on the contribution that this community has

made the country’s life on the whole.

The candidate chose to write about one of the minority communities-the Druz people.
The essay lacks a proper introduction paragraph in which the candidate should have
introduced the community about which he chose to write.

In the next paragraph the candidate talks about the Druz people’s religion, the reasons
which brought them to Israel (then Palestine), and the beginning of the fruitful and
close contacts between Druzes and the Jewish people. He explained the reasons for
the differences between Arabs and Druzes regarding the wish for an independent

state.

He then talks at length about the relationship that the Druzes people have with the
state of Israel, their integration, their way of life and their contribution to the State.
In his conclusion he voices the hope that this kind of relationship will go from

strength to strength.

When writing about the events that took place in the 1930s, the candidate does not
explain sufficiently the course of events. Therefore, coupled with the lack of a proper
introduction, the candidate gained only 16 out of the 20 marks for the AO2, but 9 out
of 10 marks for the AO3.

Candidate 2

1 Part question 1: Reading Comprehension

The candidate tackled the text well. The answers show good understanding of the
text. The candidate was awarded 18 out of the 20 marks.

Part 1 question 2: Translation English to Hebrew

The candidate shows good understanciing of the original and translated the passage in
a language that has a wide range of vocabulary. The translation is accurate, with only
a few minor errors in spelling and grammar.

The candidate was awarded 11 out of the 15 marks for the AO2 and 3 out of 5 marks
for the AO3, as there were some mistakes in the use of grammar such as wrong use of
prepositions. The last sentence of the translation has not been quite finished.

Candidate
was awarded 18 out of 20 marks for the AO2 and 8 out of 10 marks for the AO3.

Question 6A

The candidate chose to speak about the immigration to Israel of the Russian Jewish
community in the 80s and onwards.

In the introduction the candidate states that this particular immigration was very
different from the previous Russian Immigrations such as those at the beginning of the
20th-century and in the 1960s. The candidate later explained the reasons for these
differences.

In the next few paragraphs, the candidate deals with different aspects of this
community’s absorption in Israel, aspects such as culture, education, housing,
political issue and social problems.

The way the answer is restructured shows thorough understanding of the subject and
good analytical ability. The candidate shows the shortcomings of the community’s
integration and points at the inabilities of both the new immigrants and the Israelis to
make their integration work well.

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The concluding paragraph has an optimistic view, listing the successes of the
community's integration despite all difficulties and raises hopes for the future.

The candidate was awarded 15 out of 20 marks for the AO2 and 7 out of 10 marks for
the AO3.
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
