Judicious recasting of the Classical Greek with good choice of vocabulary in
accordance with English idiom and register.

Some attempt to move beyond the literal to an idiomatic rendering of the text through
use of a range of grammatical structures.

Some evidence of recognition of use of idiom.

Very literal translation with only occasional attempt to capture appropriate idiom.

Very literal translation with no attempt to capture appropriate idiom.
